Larissa Blitz’s Studio:  Monica Sun has made it to the NJ Youth Symphony for the third year in a row.

Lana Ivanov has been invited as a jury member for the Fourth International Youth Competition “Astana-Merei” held in Astana, Kazakhstan in December 2008.  She will also be giving a lecture on Business of Music at the Raritain Valley Community College in October 2008.  Ms. Ivanov’s company, LKI Artists International, Inc. presented Ian Yungwook Yoo, the winner of the 2007 International Beethoven Competition Bonn to a sold out audience at Weill Hall at Carnegie Hall.  This event was sponsored by Deutsche Telekom.
Yelena Ivanov’s Studio:  Kevin Buczkowski, Monica Chon and Kevin Lee were winners of the Piano Teachers’ Congress of New York in the Spring of 2008.  Monica Chon was also a winner of the Crescent Concerts Piano Competition and she will perform on October 25 at the winners’ recital at the Presbyterian Church in Plainfield.  Doris Lee was the First Place winner and Kevin Lee was the Second Place winner of the Ithaca International Piano Competition in October of 2008.  Allen Yueh performed the Tchaikovsky Piano Concerto with the Summit Symphony as the winner of their 2008 Concerto Competition.  In July of 2008, he won The Fourth New York Piano Competition under the Stecher and Horowitz Foundation. Allen will also be performing the Tchaikovsky Piano Concerto with the Plainfield Symphony Orchestra on February 14, 2009.
Susan Lou's studio:  Alan Yang won First Prize in the group Solo IV at the Young Pianist Competition of New Jersey in 2008. In July 2008, Alan participated in the 52nd World Piano Competition of Cincinnati and won the Grand Prize for Level 9 to Level 12 solo, the Gold Prize for Level 9 solo, and the Silver Prize for Level 9 Concerto. Alan will play at the winner's recital at Carnegie Hall at New York City in the fall of 2008.
Lena Solaiman's studio:  Allison Peng, student of Lena Solaiman, has won the first place at the Junior Division of Tri-County Piano Competition in Philadelphia area.  Subsequently, she was invited to perform at the Montgomery Community College in May.
Sondra Tammam:  In March, she adjudicated the NJTeenArts.  In May-June, Ms.Tammam, co-director of the Taubman Seminar, held a 6 day workshop at Temple University. As Artistic Director of the Northern Lights Music Festival in Aurora, Minnesota, Miss Zuponcic organized a highly successful festival, together with New Jersey colleagues, Chiu-Ling Lin and Mitsuko Ichimura.  In 18 days, the festival presented 18 performances, including three performances of Benjamin Britten's Noye's Fludde, starring New Jersey baritone Lourin Plant, also a professor at Rowan University.  Miss Zuponcic performed the Ravel Trio with colleagues Jaroslaw Nadryczki, violin; and Viktor Uzur, cello.  Several of her students received assistantships or scholarships to attend schools of music for Fall 2009:  Alexander Timofeev, University of Maryland, studying with Larissa Dedova; Maria Sumareva, Indiana University, studying with Menahem Pressler; and Jacek Skryzalin, Indiana University, studying with Arnaldo Cohen.  In February, Miss Zuponcic performed a solo recital in Ljubljana, Slovenia, and gave two days of Master Classes at the conservatory.  In March, she performed the Ravel Trio and Debussy Trio at the Bonneville Chamber Music Festival in Ogden, Utah
